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EPIPHANY:  (Koine Greek: epiphaneia, "manifestation", "striking 

appearance",[1]) or Theophany, (Ancient Greek (ụ)  ɇheophaneia) meaning 
"vision of God",[2]  

Epiphany is the climax of the Advent/Christmas Season and the Twelve Days of 
Christmas, which are usually counted from the evening of December 25th until 
the morning of January 6th, which is the Twelfth day.  In traditional Christian 
churches Christmas, as well as Easter, is celebrated as a period of time, a 
season of the church year, rather than just a day. The Season of the Church 
Year associated with Christmas actually begins with the first Sunday of Advent, 
four Sundays before Christmas Day.  Advent is marked by expectation and anticipation in preparing to 
celebrate the coming of Jesus.  Christmas begins with Christmas Day December 25 and lasts for Twelve Days 
until Epiphany, January 6, which looks ahead to the mission of the church to the world in light of the Nativity. 
The one or two Sundays between Christmas Day and Epiphany are sometimes called Christmastide.  Epiphany 
remembers the coming of the wise men bringing gifts to visit the Christ child, who by so doing "reveal" Jesus to 
the world as Lord and King
