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Spotlight on Passions & Missions

Last month we introduced you to Lil Johnson, but another member
of our congregation who is taking her faith out into the community
and is positively impacting the lives of others is Nancy Vancil .
With CROP WALK in Ortonville coming up on Oct. 3", | recently
asked Nancy to tell me about her personal experience and about
Seymour Lake’s support of this event. Here’s what she said:

Me: Hi Nancy. For those who are new to Seymour Lake, could you tell me what “Crop Walk” is?

Nancy: Yes. It's a local walk to raise funds to fight hunger.

Me: And exactly when & how did you happen to become involved with Crop Walk?

Nancy: Well let's see. We moved back to Ortonville and joined Seymour Lake in 1979 and | guess the first
Crop Walk was organized the following year in 1980, because this is our 30" year. At that time, it was set up
to be a 7 mile walk through the country and people got pledges of so much per mile. It was designated to
start at the Ortonville United Methodist Church and they asked us to participate too so they could make
Seymour Lake the ending point of the walk.

Me: So Seymour Lake has been supporting this effort from the very beginning then.

Nancy: Yes they sure have, but today the walk only goes about 3 miles through town and it both starts and
ends at the Ortonville UMC. Also, most people today just make a flat donation of $1, or $5, or $10, or
whatever they can afford, so we collect our pledges in advance now. Sometimes, people will divide their
pledge up in order to give a few dollars to each of the members of our team.

Me: So to participate would someone register as an individual, or does Seymour Lake UMC register as a
group?

Nancy: Well, our Outreach Committee sets up a Seymour Lake UMC Team, but each participant does have
to get their own pledges and has to register individually on the day of the walk, in order to get their own
number.

Me: And can anyone be on our team?

Nancy: Absolutely. It's open to people of all ages, from children to Senior citizens. In fact, some of the
older folks have been known to bring their rocking chairs up to the Ortonville church and just rock for 3
hours, instead of walking!

Me: That's great! So if someone wants to consider signing up, what do they have to do?

Nancy: Well, 'm our Outreach Committee Rep. to Crop this year, so they would first contact me to sign up.
I'll have a sign up sheet at the Rally Day Ministry fair on Sept. 12" and | also hope to have the pledge forms
available that day. Then once you're signed up as part of the Seymour Lake Team, you can begin to solicit
pledges from all your friends, neighbors, family, co-workers, & church family.

Me: And when is the Walk scheduled to take place?

Nancy: This year they decided to postpone it until the week after September Fest, so it will be on Sunday,
Oct. 3rd. The organizers are proud of the fact that they have always prayed real hard and they have never
yet had to cancel for rain!

Me: | guess even if we can’'t walk, we can certainly all join in that prayer! So what time will it start?

Nancy: The walkers should plan to arrive at the Ortonville UMC between about 1:00 and 1:45 PM, so they
can get registered, pick up their number, and be ready to start walking by 2:00 PM.

Me: How long does the walk last?

Nancy: Any where from 1 to 3 hours, depending on how fast you walk or run. The route is well marked and
there are at least 2 water stations along the way and refreshments available at the end too.

Me: It sounds like a great community event, but what happens to the money you raise?

Nancy: We turn it into the Crop treasurer who does an accounting. Then 75% of the monies collected are
sent to Church World Services * to fight hunger internationally, but the other 25% is given directly to our own
food pantry, OCEF (the Ortonville Community Emergency Fund) to fight hunger locally.

*Church World Service (CWS) is a cooperative ministry of 35 different Christian denominations, including the United Methodist
Church. This non-profit International Relief & Development organization seeks to eradicate poverty and hunger locally and
internationally and “Crop Walk” is their largest annual fundraising event. It is supported by more than 2000 communities and
succeeds in raising more than $16 million dollars in the U.S. each year. For more information see:
